Junior Chess
Although nobody has volunteered to be Cornwall’s junior chess organiser, we do what we can to help juniors who want to play the second-most popular game in the world. Yes! Only football is played by more people.
Teachers

For advice on setting up and running a school chess club, contact Robin Kneebone 01872 858602 or rfgk2008@gmail.com . Advice will be given on equipment, simple books, and competitions. You do not need to be a player; you just need someone (a parent for example) who knows the moves.
Young people

The county organises at least one juniors-only event each year. You are also welcome at other (adult) events if you know the moves and are willing to do your best in a competition.

Examples of events:
Alongside the county championship, in January each year, we run a competition for occasional players and keen juniors (the youngest winner was age 9).
One-day and evening events: we give junior prizes in our open tournaments – if you are one of the best 2 or 3 players in your school, and are willing to play with a clock (we’ll help you, don’t worry) then you are welcome. Juniors do beat adults and gain a lot of cruel satisfaction!

Parents must not simply leave children at an event – we are responsible only for the chess, not for looking after children. Parents can usually agree to share the oversight of two or three children, giving each parent a bit of free time during the day. Obviously the detailed arrangements depend upon the age and maturity of the child.

Coaching

The Association is only providing contact information for coaching. No selection of coaches has been done.

Robin Kneebone offers coaching to individuals and perhaps to small groups. He is an ex-headteacher, twice Berkshire chess champion and has been runner-up in the Cornwall championship more times than he wants to remember. He is CRB-cleared (Enhanced clearance) to work with young people. Contact him to discuss rates.
Ideally

A parent, or a group of parents, would agree to take on more organisation including the restarting of a Cornwall Junior team. It would not be necessary for the organisers to be chess players! Contact Robin Kneebone (as above) or Ian George (01209) 719727.
